· their main objects are compatible with NIDOS’ Charitable Purposes (see page 1 of form)
Associate membership 

Associate membership is open to:

· Voluntary organisations which meet the criteria for full membership, but for whom international development is only part of their overall objectives

· Non-voluntary organisations (including consultancies and academic departments) which are involved in international development and who support NIDOS’ Charitable Purposes

Associate Members are not entitled to vote at meetings, but otherwise have all the rights and privileges of full membership.
Full membership categories are determined as follows:

Small organisation = Total income less than £100,000 per year

Medium organisation = Total income £100,000 - £1,000,000 per year

Large organisation = Total income over £1,000,000 per year
